What was the Pax Mongolia?

  During the Pax Mongolia, or time of peace in the Mongol empire, global trade expanded due to the safety and stability provided by Mongol rulers along trade routes.  Silk Road trade flourished as goods and ideas, such as gunpowder, porcelain, and the technology of papermaking were traded with the west.  Explorers, like Marco Polo, also traveled safely along these routes.  Marco Polo spent many years at the court of Kublai Khan, and upon his return to Europe, described life in China to many disbelieving people.  The Pax Mongolia was a time of trade and cultural diffusion.
